The Seventh Sunday after Pentecost 
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BETHEL EVANGELICAL LUTHERAN CHURCH  | York, Nebraska 
July 16, 2023 

SERIES THEME: DEFINE CHRISTIAN 

Ask ten different people to define Christian and you may get ten different answers. One might 

say, “A Christian is someone who believes in Jesus.” Okay. But the demons believe that Jesus 

exists and is the Son of God. So is that definition adequate? Another person might have a more 

negative view. He says, “A Christian is someone who believes he is better than others.” Is that 

completely false? And if you aren’t humble, does that mean you aren’t Christian? In our next 

worship series Christ himself defines the term Christian and describes what Christians do. We will 

be struck by how often we do not do all those things. There likely are times when people could 

look at our behavior and assume we were unbelievers. Yet throughout this series Jesus will 

demonstrate that ultimately a Christian is one who runs to Christ for forgiveness precisely because 

he has failed to live like what he is—a Christian. As we receive the mercy of Christ, it moves us to 

strive with all our being to better fit Christ’s beautiful definition, doing all the things Jesus says 

that Christians do. 

THEME OF THE DAY: THE CHRISTIAN IS PLANTED BY THE WORD 

Planting seed by hand can seem magical. In your hand the seed looks insignificant and lifeless. 

Yet you put the seed into the soil, and the natural process of life begins. All by itself, the seed 

germinates and sprouts and reaches to the sun. Except when it doesn’t! Plant multiple seeds and 

often only some, perhaps just a small amount, will sprout. As these few sprouts grow, birds and 

pests and weeds and weather attack. The reality is that once the seed leaves your hand, you are at 

the mercy of forces beyond your control. Today, God uses that experience from nature to explain 

the supernatural process by which God calls humans to faith through the gospel. The Christian is 

planted by the Word. The Christian can plant the seed of the gospel into the soil of another’s 

heart. What happens after that is completely beyond our control. Yet God promises us that his 

Word always accomplishes his good purposes. God’s Word is powerful, all on its own, without our 

help.

Second Reading 1 Corinthians 3:5–11 

We sow the seed of God’s Word, but only God can make that seed grow. 

5 What then is Apollos? And what is Paul? They are ministers through whom you believed, and 

each served as the Lord gave him his role. 6 I planted, Apollos watered, but God was causing the 

growth. 7 So then, neither the one who plants nor the one who waters is anything, but it is God 

who causes the growth. 8 The one who plants and the one who waters are united, and each will 

receive his own reward according to his own labor. 9 For God is the one whom we serve as 

coworkers, and you are God’s field, God’s building. 
10 In keeping with the grace of God given to me, as a wise master builder, I laid a foundation, and 

someone else is building on it. But let each person be careful how he builds on it. 11 In fact, no 

one can lay any other foundation than the one that has been laid, which is Jesus Christ.

Gospel Matthew 13:1–9,18–23 

Jesus pictures ministry as a sower scattering seed to all with no regard for where it might land. 

The Parable of the Sower 
1 That same day Jesus left the house and was sitting by the sea. 2 A large crowd gathered around 

him. So he stepped into a boat and sat down, while all the people stood on the shore. 3 He told 

them many things in parables, saying: “Listen, a sower went out to sow. 4 As he sowed, some seed 

fell along the path, and the birds came and ate it. 5 Other seed fell on rocky ground, where it did 

not have much soil. Immediately the seed sprang up, because the soil was not deep. 6 But when 

the sun rose, the seed was scorched. Because it had no root, it withered away. 7 Other seed fell 

among thorns. The thorns grew up and choked it. 8 But some seed fell on good ground and 

produced grain: some one hundred times, some sixty, and some thirty times more than was 

sown. 9 Whoever has ears to hear, let him hear.” 18 “So listen carefully to the parable of the 

sower. 19 When anyone hears the word of the kingdom and does not understand it, the Evil One 

comes and snatches away what has been sown in his heart. This is the seed that was sown along 

the path. 20 The seed that was sown on rocky ground is the person who hears the word and 

immediately receives it with joy, 21 yet he is not deeply rooted and does not endure. When trouble 

or persecution comes because of the word, he immediately falls away. 22 The seed that was sown 

among the thorns is the one who hears the word, but the worry of this world and the 

deceitfulness of wealth choke the word, and it produces no fruit. 23 But the seed that was sown on 

the good ground is the one who continues to hear and understand the word. Indeed he continues 

to produce fruit: some a hundred, some sixty, and some thirty times more than was sown.”
